AB 968 (Chesbro), per Will Micklin—Asm. Chesbro has been asked to re consider  Section 2 to legislatively force the Governor to establish a Native American Liaison due to cost.  Northern CA Tribal Chairman’s Association continues to Sponsor Section 1 requiring Tribal consultation for all California Agencies.
Meeting with Jacob Appelsmith, per Chairman Mazzetti—Mr. Appelsmith continues to offer the Tribes the ability to define their own representative position.
