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Santa Ynez Chumash Tribe Buys 1,390 Acres

In 2004, Fess Parker was in negations with the Chumash tribe to build a new hotel, golf course and tribal housing on some very key property, but the deal fell through. That is until today.

The green fields that sit right off highway 154 and the intersection of highway 246 could soon have a new look. 

The Santa Ynez band of Chumash Indians purchased the 1,390- acre ranch, commonly know as Camp Four, from Fess Parker Enterprises. But locals we spoke with, are torn over any type of casino expansion. 

Discussions regarding the sale of the land began months ago according to a spokes person with the Chumash Indian tribe. 

Tribal Chairman Vincent Armenta made this statement about the agreement, "Our decision to purchase this land is historically significant to our tribe and we are excited to own it." and some Santa Ynez residents feel expansion could help the local economy.
