Chumash Foundation donates to food causes
The Chumash Foundation of the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians announced Thursday that it has donated $7,500 combined to two Santa Ynez Valley community organizations dedicated to providing food service to needy residents and seniors.

The Foundation, managed by elected tribal government officials, donated to Food From the Heart, $2,500; and the Santa Ynez Valley Senior Citizens Foundation for the Buellton Senior Center, $5,000.

Food From The Heart, a grassroots organization, delivers free meals on a weekly basis to individuals and families who do not qualify for other food assistance programs.

The Santa Ynez Valley Senior Citizens Foundation offers Santa Ynez Valley seniors a daily lunch program, Meals on Wheels, monthly community sponsored dinners, and groceries.
