The Solvang Centennial Committee has received its first major donation, $26,000 from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation, to help sponsor three major events during the community’s centennial celebration throughout 2011.

The events span the entire year: the Centennial Fest kick-off celebration on Jan. 7, the American premiere of Hans Christian Andersen’s play “My Fairytale” on Aug. 27, and the Julefest holiday celebration in December.
