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Lateef Kayode Pursues 15-0 Mark, 14th Straight KO

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Nigerian-born cruiser weight (200 pounds) Lateef Kayode (pictured at far right) of Hollywood, Calif., will pursue his 14th straight knockout and his 15th victory without a loss on Friday night against Ed Perry (pictured at right , on the left) of Lafayette, Ind., in a Showtime televised bout from the Chumash Casino, in Santa Ynez, Calif.

Nicknamed, "Power," Kayode turned 27 years old in March and is coming off of October's sixth-round knockout of Epfanio Mendoza. 

Kayode's lone, route-going victory was a four-round decision over Mike Miller in August of 2008 in the first fight of his professional career. 

"We are not in any rush. It's one fight at a time. We haven't seen anything on Ed Perry. There are no tapes and nothing on YouTube. He's a Midwest fighter who we have to get past," said Kayode.

"The knockout does not have to come," said Kayode. "That's what the marketing machines want to see. It's not all that I'm about. I want to show that I can box too."

Kayode is being handled by four-time Trainer of The Year, Freddie Roach, and will face a man in Perry who is 18-4-2, with 11 knockouts. 

"What's my game plan? My game plan is to give him a boxing lesson. I'm slick. I'm like a snake. I'm a boxer-puncher who just keeps coming at you. The name of this game is war tomorrow night. I will come in there and show him what I'm all about," said the 34-year-old Perry, who never has been knocked out. 

"I have more experience than he has and I've never been knocked down. I've been in the fight game since 1997," said Perry. "So let's see him bring all the power he can. If he wants to just go for the knockout, that plays to my [image: image2.jpg]


advantage."

Perry has is 9-0-1, with five knockouts during that time, including eight consecutive victories and stoppages in his past two fights.

"I'm the sleeper here because I have no name. It's my big opportunity to shine and shock the world," said Perry. "You may only get a call like this once in your life. And when you do, you better be ready for it."
