SANTA YNEZ, CA – March 18, 2010 – The Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation has announced a $20,000 donation to the City of Lompoc to fund the annual 4th of July Fireworks event for this year, according to a news release issued by the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians.

"The 4th of July Fireworks show is an important event for the City of Lompoc and its community members," said Vincent Armenta, tribal chairman for the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians. "We're pleased to provide the funding needed to keep the long-standing tradition of the fireworks show in Lompoc."

A Lompoc staple for over three decades, the 4th of July Fireworks show has faced funding issues in the last years.

"The fireworks alone are a huge cost for a small community like ours," said Joanne Plummer of the Lompoc Parks and Recreation Department for the City of Lompoc. "This contribution from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians allows us to guarantee our community a celebration this year, and the opportunity to begin planning for next year as well."

                Lompoc families can anticipate another safe and fun event this July at the Lompoc High School. The event begins at 5:00 p.m. and families are encouraged to bring food and drinks (non-alcoholic) and enjoy the live entertainment. Youth can enjoy games, bounce houses, food booths, and fun competitions including limbo and hula hoop contests. After the sun sets the National Anthem commences the 25-minute fireworks display that is choreographed to music.

                Tickets for the 4th of July Fireworks show will be available for purchase at the Anderson Recreation Center in June.
