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Tim Coleman started the fight by drawing his gloves across his throat, as he stared down Vernon Paris before the first bell rang. But his bravado didn't make his ribs any tougher, as the fight ended with him on his knees with his face twisted in pain in the main event of Friday's Clash at the Chumash as part of ESPN2's Friday Night Fights series.

Paris (25-0,15 KOs) earned a knockout 27 seconds into the seventh round after sending Coleman to the canvas for the third time in two rounds with hard left hooks to the body.
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"He came out and caughtme with some body shots," Coleman said. "He hurt me in that round, and that's all there was to it. He won, I'm not going to take anything away from him. He was the better man tonight. That's just how boxing goes." 
The junior welterweight victory was a significant turnaround for Paris, who was trailing on the score-card through the first five rounds thanks in part to a knockdown in the second when Coleman (19-2-1) caught him with a right to the chin.

"I was never in trouble, he just got a lucky shot off because I was jumping in," Paris said. "I was throwing my jab and wasn't brining my arm all the way back. He caught me with a good shot.. and I'm glad he did that because it woke me up and gave him a few good shots and you see what happens when I started landing shots."

Starting in the sixth, he changed his strategy and started using hooks to the head to open up the ribs, then followed up with body shots that sent Coleman to the mat twice in the sixth and then one last time in the seventh.

"I was able to go out there and perform like I wanted to," Paris said. "They thought I wouldn't be able to going to get tired, but I got stronger as the fight went on."

Lightweight Sergio Nunez (3-0) followed up the main event with a unanimous decision, 40-36, over Ricardo Cubillas (0-1) in his professional debut for the final televised event.

Off camera, Santa Maria's Ruffino Serrano took on the heavier Johnny Frazier in a super featherweight match and boxed his way to a unanimous decision, 59-56. The decision was a shock to Frazier (2-7-3), and it seemed as though Serrano (10-3) was a little surprised as well.

"I feel like I did alright I guess," Serrano said. "I thought I won, but it wasn't like a big win."

Frazier landed several hard shots throughout the fight, while Serrano only connected with one strong right. After the bout, it was tough for him to accept the results.

"I think it was a close fight that could have gone any way," Frazier said. "They didn't even say the scores, they just went straightunanimous. I'm tired of this (stuff) not being fair. Give me a draw or something, it was even. I did as much as him, or maybe more. He landed one straight right. That was his only good shot. I got him with some good clean shots."

The victory gives Serrano a possible shot against undefeated featherweight prospect Roman Morales on September 30. Morales (6-0), who beat Rodrigo Arranda (8-15-2) in a unanimous decision,

60-54.

Following Serrano's fight, welterweight Michael Anderson (11-0, 9 KOs) wasted little time pounding Bernardo Guereca (16-12-1), who came into the fight three pounds overweight and went down via knockout 2:19 into the first round.

Art Hovhannesyan and Cristobal Cruz ended early when the fighter's heads came together hard and Cruz was left bleeding between the eyes. The bout was stopped in the fourth and went to the judges score cards, which resulted in a split-decision draw (39-37 Cruz, 39-37 Hovhannesyan,

38-38).

Leading up to the main event, Michael Faragon scored a technical knockout against Ira Terry in the second round after landing several hard body shots and hooks to Terry's face. As Terry stumbled around the ring without returning punches, referee Raul Caiz sr. waved off the fight.

In the night's first fight, featherweight prospect Luis Franco forced Adolfo Lan-deros' corner to call the fight after a cut emerged on his right cheek in the fourth round.
