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Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Donates $90,000 to Three Area Organizations

The Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians today presented checks totaling $90,000 from the proceeds of the 7th Annual Chumash Charity Golf Classic to three community organizations: Friends of the Library of Santa Ynez Valley, Solvang Senior Center, and Buellton Senior Center.

Past beneficiaries of the tournament include: People Helping People, Stuart C. Gildred YMCA, and Unity Shoppe of Santa Barbara.
