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Hearing set in May on tribe’s liquor license

The state agency responsible for alcohol licensing and compliance will hold a three-day public hearing in May on the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians’ request for an expansion of the liquor license at its Chumash Casino Resort.

The first of three consecutive days of Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control hearings is scheduled to begin at 9:30 a.m. May 22 at Solvang City Hall, 1644 Oak St., said ABC Public Information Officer John Carr.

Notices have been mailed out to people who protested the license application and to tribe, informing them of the hearing before an administrative law judge.

It is not unusual for a hearing to go more than one day when a license is protested, Carr said. The start time for the other days will be up to the judge.

An expanded license would allow the casino to serve alcohol to customers during special events in the casino’s showroom, in two of its restaurants, and the hotel on the Santa Ynez reservation.

When the casino and hotel were built, there were public protests from people who felt the resort should serve no alcohol at all.

The Chumash received a “type 47” general-restaurant license that restricted the serving of alcohol to The Willows, a fine-dining restaurant at the casino. It’s that license that the tribe wants to expand.

ABC received 98 protest letters and four support letters by a Jan. 23 deadline regarding the Chumash application.
