 Born in Gilmer, Texas, Mathis moved with his family to San Francisco when he was a young boy. His love for music was matched by his passion for sports, and he set a high jump record while a student at San Francisco State College. 

At 19 years old, Mathis caught the attention of an influential jazz club owner in San Francisco. Two years later, he released his first album, a collection of jazz standards that was only moderately successful.

His big break came in June 1957 when he was featured on “The Ed Sullivan Show,” which introduced his trademark tenor voice to American audiences and made him a household name.
