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Fireworks show set for Wednesday

[bookmark: _GoBack]For the past several years, the city has struggled to raise enough money to put on the popular Fourth of July Fireworks Spectacular display at Huyck Stadium.
But each year, the community has come through with the money. This year is no different.
So the tickets are on sale and the show will go on, at dusk Wednesday at Huyck Stadium, Lompoc High School.
Even as the Fourth of July approaches, city officials are putting out the work for sponsors — this year and next. If you would like to help sponsor the event this year, or possibly next, contact the  Lompoc Parks & Recreation Department, 875-8100.
Grab your blankets and join the fun.
The gates open at 5:30 p.m. Wednesday. Arrive early to participate in the family fun and musical entertainment. Children’s activities include inflatable activities, face painting and carnival games with prizes. There will be several snack areas including: one main snack bar and near the children’s carnival area a small snack bar with cold drinks and some treats, as well as a special surprise designed specifically for the community.
Tickets are still on sale, with the pre-sale discount. Tickets are $4 for adults and $2 for children and available through today. They are available at the Anderson Recreation Center, 125 W. Walnut Ave., from 9 a.m. until 7 p.m.
After today, tickets will be available at the Huyck Stadium gate beginning at noon for $7 for adults and $5 for children. No glass containers, hard coolers, pets, smoking or alcohol will be permitted in the stadium.  
The Fourth of July fireworks display is a tradition of more than 40 years. It was coordinated at first by Lompoc firefighters. About 14 years ago, the city  took over the responsibility of the event and Parks & Recreation has been coordinating it ever since.
In 2009, due to tight budget constraints, the city eliminated funding for the show. The community raised the funds necessary to produce the show.
In 2010, when the situation worsen and the community support had evaporated, the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation donated $20,000 to support the show.
Last year, Celite Corporation, a member of Imerys, committed to a “Community Challenge” matching all contributions up to $10,000. And the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation committed $10,000.
This year, Imerys, formerly the Celite Corporation, approached the city about the 2012 challenge. Quickly the word was spread and a few individuals responded. In May, the goal of $10,000 was far from being reached, but the community came through and Imerys matched the donations.
So the show goes on.
