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The Lompoc Museum’s Centeno Gallery will be presenting the “Portraits of a People” exhibition from March 11 to May 27.

“Portraits of a People” is a group exhibition composed of 12 artists, ages 9 to 56, from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians. The artwork is made up of original illustrations, paintings, and photographs.

The featured artists include, Alulkoy Cash, Allen Garcia, Angelina Hernandez, Michael Elizondo, Michael Elizondo, Jr., Sarah Romero, Carmen Sandoval, Kristina Talaugon-Rivera, Aya Wyatt, Kathleen Marshall and her two children, Carlo Marshall and Isabella Marshall.

The portraits offer a valuable insight into how these artists perceive themselves both as individuals and as Native Americans.

“In museums, indigenous peoples are often portrayed as relics of the past. This exhibition features portraits of living people,” said Dr. Niki Sandoval, education director of the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians. “It is important for visitors to know that we are still here.”  

Painter Michael Elizondo Jr. earned a master’s degree in Fine Arts from the University of Oklahoma in 2011. He is an artist-in-residence at the Jacobson House Native Arts Center in Oklahoma.  

Angelina Hernandez is a 2010 graduate of Brooks Institute of Photography.

The public is invited to attend a free reception on March 11 from 2 to 4 p.m. at the Lompoc Museum’s Centeno Gallery, 200 South H St., Lompoc. The museum is open Tuesday to Friday from 1 to 5 p.m. and Saturday and Sunday from 1 to 4 p.m.
