Motorsports park project plan gets matching grant

A proposed motorsports park project in Lompoc has received a matching grant up to $12,500 from the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians Foundation, the tribe announced.
The Lompoc City Council unanimously approved preliminary plans for the multipurpose racing park on the north side of Lompoc Airport this summer, and the Lompoc Valley Motorsports Committee has begun a fundraising campaign in hope of beginning construction next year.
For every dollar raised, the Chumash foundation will match it, up to $12,500, as organizers of the project seek to offset costs for the next phase of the construction plan.
The committee and the city hope the new facility will provide recreational opportunities in a supervised environment for Central Coast residents while putting an end to illegal street racing, the tribe said.
