As part of his fundraiser “All or Nothing Sk8 Tour” from the Navajo Reservation in New Mexico to Seattle, Nelson Kiefert stopped on the Central Coast this week.

Since June 20, he has been riding his long red skateboard on highways and backroads while dealing with an injured ankle and hot weather through his home state of Arizona and California.
While riding through Arizona in 123-degree weather, Kiefert almost turned back and headed home, but the support he has received kept him going, he said.
After a Santa Barbara stop last weekend, which included some fishing off a pier, Kiefert arrived in the Santa Ynez Valley on Monday and left Thursday. As a guest of the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians, he stayed for free at Hotel Corque in Solvang for two nights.
“My trip has been mainly relying on people that I meet,” he said.
Kiefert was given a tour of the Chumash Reservation and talked about his journey to children attending the tribe’s summer camp.
On Friday, Kiefert reached Santa Maria and had hoped to find a place to stay for the night.
While on the road, he carries a backpack, a tent, a sleeping bag, canned food, fishing gear and extra skateboard parts.
