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BIA finds no significant impact for Camp 4

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) has issued a Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) for the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indian’s Camp 4 tribal housing development, the tribe announced Wednesday.
The finding follows a review of the Final Environmental Assessment (EA). The BIA noted in its 576-page decision that “Based upon the entire administrative record including the analysis in the Final Environmental Assessment (EA) and consideration of comments received during the public review period, the BIA makes a finding of no significant impact (FONSI) for the federal action to acquire approximately 1,411 acres plus rights of way into trust…this finding constitutes a determination that the Proposed Action is not a federal action significantly affecting the quality of the human environment. Therefore, an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) is not required.”
Vincent Armenta, tribal chairman for the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians, said the "decision was based on a very thorough examination of the Final EA and the comment letters received on the EA. The tribe is confident that a Notice of Decision will be in favor of bringing the Tribe’s land into trust.”
