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The Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians announced Tuesday that it has approved the an environmental report for its hotel and casino expansion project — and the plans are nothing short of eye catching.
Renderings released Tuesday show a soaring, Las Vegas-style tower and plans for a modern 20,000-square-foot pool deck pool.
The project would add 215 hotel rooms, 584 new parking spaces and would expand the casino by 75,000 square feet. The project would also require renovating 150,000 square feet of hotel and casino space.
Tutor Perini Building Corp., Delawie and Summit Project Management have been awarded the contracts for construction, according to a news release.
Public speakers at a Santa Barbara County Board of Supervisors meeting last month urged supervisors to consider impacts from the project, especially as other tribal projects move forward.
Construction is slated to begin in October with completion anticipated for 2016.
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
