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Armenta re-elected as Chumash tribal chairman

[image: 01062015 County Supes Armenta 06.jpg]Vincent Armenta will serve his ninth consecutive term as chairman of the Santa Ynez Band of Chumash Indians’ Business Committee, following his re-election to the highest post in the tribe’s government, tribal officials said Friday. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]“I’m honored to serve as tribal chairman, and I’m proud of the achievements our leadership team and tribe have accomplished over the past 15-plus years,” said Armenta. “And with a new board in place, I’m looking forward to the fresh perspectives our business committee members will bring to the table during this significant time in our tribe’s history.”
Joining Armenta on the board are Gary Pace, Maxine Littlejohn, Mike Lopez and Kenneth Kahn, who will serve as the vice chair.
Tribal members nominated candidates for the business committee during the tribe’s general council meeting in February. Ballots were mailed to eligible voting tribal members.
Armenta, Kahn and Pace, along with departing board members Richard Gomez and David Dominguez, guided the tribe through the growth of the Chumash land holdings, including the acquisition of 1,400 acres of land in Santa Ynez Valley known as Camp 4, the expansion of the Chumash Casino Resort and the purchases of hotels in Solvang including Hotel Corque and Hadsten House.
One of the largest employers in the Santa Ynez Valley, the tribe employs more than 1,700 Santa Barbara County residents. 
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
